The future of human reproduction:
toward the anthropology
of subhuman bioentities

Current anthropological research in human reproduction has to ad-
dress the most profoundly changing domain of human existence to-
day. ART encompasses both the old and new reproductive procedures:
well-known artifical insemination, and more invasive new techniques
of homologous and heterologous methods IVF (the latter distinguishes
between the biological-donor parent and the intended parent), surro-
gacy (gestational mother is not the same as a biological mother), and
oocyte freezing. Assisted reproductive technology (ART) has far-reach-
ing epistemological, methodological, and practical implications for an-
thropology in the foreseeable future, beyond the narrow field of repro-
duction and fertility.

First, human-subhuman and human-animal dualisms have become
permeable. ARTs have introduced an increasing number of sub-human
entities: body fluids, reproductive cells, gametes, embryos, but also stem
cells in the neighbouring field of regenerative medicine. These entities
are still embedded in bodies, genders, and social contexts, but they invoke
new interpretations. The emphasis is no longer only on the social actors
(for example, women undergoing medically assisted reproduction). The
focus has been shifted to these new ,biological entities” and ,communi-
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ties”, which can be partly interpreted within Latourian actor-network the-
ory. Human-animal borders have also been questioned with the use of
animals in developing embryonic stem cell lines and the use of human
hormones in industrial agriculture.

Second, new reproductive economics (oocyte donation, surrogacy, and
other medical reproductive treatments) have confirmed some aspects of
the global-local division. There is North/West vs the developing world
stratification of opportunities in the globalized reproductive market, the
former being the recipients, the latter being mostly the ,providers” of
reproductive needs and services (surrogacy, donations of reproductive
cells). However, along with this well-known division, new reproductive
cosmopolitism has emerged, practised as ,eugenic design“ by selecting
desirable phenotypes of imagined future babies. Within this context of re-
productive markets, race, ethnicity, phenotypes, and other characteristics
have become acceptable subjects of choice, detached from their regular
political implications and taboos.

Third, new identities emerge at the intersection of bioethical, legal,
social, and cultural fields. The compartmentalized reproductive identities
have increasingly de-gendered human reproduction. Motherhood iden-
tity has different forms (biological-donor and intended-social mothers).
In contrast to bio-evolutionary necessity, female fertility has a non-line-
ar time frame. Egg (oocyte) freezing and delaying individual life-course
transitions have changed the meaning of the classical anthropological
life stages, transitions, and rites of passage. However, new fragmented,
non-linear motherhood is facing a supra-human layer of detached, un-
controllable responsibility bestowed on technological providers (freezing
and egg banking).

The above questions will guide an outline of the new anthropology of
human reproduction, relying on the established theories of biosociality
(Rabinow), biosemiotics (Uexkiill), and agent-network theory (Latour),
and new feminist approaches (Waldby, Krolokke) as a starting point in
future discussions of human reproduction. Driven by high technology,
human reproduction calls for new interdisciplinary linkages, especially
toward an anthropology of sub-human bioentities, not limited to repro-
duction.
